Many players have met the other members of
her family including brothers Richard and
Stephen Dacey, brother-~in-law Eddie Bowes,
and sister Mary of Mr. and Mrs. Cribbage
fame.

Asked about her cribbage career, Cathy
replied, ‘"I enjoy tournaments because of all
the nice people I meet.
