BOD Meeting A few days after the ACC Open in Reno NV, the

directors meeting takes place online. The first meeting is always
during the Grand National, which makes this the second of two annual gatherings
where key decisions are made for the ACC.

During this board meeting, we found out the total votes for people who were
nominated to be in the Hall of Fame. To be inducted automatically, a nominee needs
to get 75% of the 100-member voting panel’s votes. If no one gets 75%, then any
member with 50% of the votes is voted on by the BOD. This year, no nominees were
elected to the ACC Hall of Fame. However, Roland Hall proposed that anyone in
the Hall of Fame gets an automatic vote every year for the new HOF inductees. All
HOF members will be happy to know that the board passed this proposal, and we
are excited to have you all a part of the selection committee.

Brenda Nason, our membership secretary, reports that our membership is at
6,250 members and has been over the 6,000 mark since last September. This is a
great sign of growth and engagement throughout our community.

Speaking of membership: the BOD voted to eliminate life membership, effective
immediately. This membership option was being utilized by only a couple of people
each year, so it doesn't seem to be a cost-effective way of engaging members. Current
life members will retain their life membership status.

Mark Soule, who has been in charge of the Awards Committee, has stepped
down. Our new awards committee chair is now . . . drum roll please . . . the Other
Soule, whats her name again? Vicki! She has been Mark’s assistant for years and is
now leading the charge.

On the digital side, things are looking exciting. eCribbage is undergoing an
overhaul with new features and improvements. A new partnership with Cribbage
Pro is in the works as well. We look forward to being able to play on a phone app
as well as seeing a new platform.

Perhaps the most exciting news to come from the BOD meeting is the launch
of a new marketing initiative. Rick Shea and Kat Hartsell brought a proposal to
the board, and it passed with flying colors. With the help of ACC members, the
goal is to update our media toolkits, get social media up and running, and work on
partnerships throughout the nation, just to name a few plans.

My Deal

by David Aiken

Play smart, play fair, play fast—but mostly play nice

Slow play is a perennial problem at tournaments and clubs. You can read articles and
letters about it going back decades in the Cribbage World archives. One solution to
overcoming slow play is to start a game short. In the past, the starting position for a
short game was left to the discretion of the director. At the recent online BOD meeting,
I sponsored a proposal to standardize this, and the BOD has now mandated where a

short game must start.
Short Games - New ACC Policy Early in the tourna-
ment, perhaps as a pre-

cautionary measure, short

games should start with both players’ front pegs in hole 28. Later in the tournament,
in order to insure a timely finish, short games should start with both players’ front
pegs in hole 56.

While using short games is not the only method for combating slow play, if short
games are used, they must start at one of these two holes: 28 or 56. The tournament
or club director should supervise the placement of the players’ front pegs to make sure
they are in hole 28 or 56.

The chart on the next page shows how we arrived at these positions. It lists all starting
holes from 0 to 60 and which player has the advantage. These numbers are based on
DeLynn Colvert’s 26-theory, as laid out in his Play Winning Cribbage. The first dealer
of a normal game starts with a seven-point advantage. As we follow the 26-theory
through each starting hole, this advantage grows and shrinks and even passes from
dealer to pone and back again.

The BOD desired to find starting positions that matched the dealer’s advantage at
that stage of the game. Thus, hole 28 still has approximately 75% of the game to play,
and it shows the dealer’s advantage at five holes (i.e., 71.4% of seven points). Similar-
ly, hole 56 still has approximately 50% of the game to play, and it shows the dealer’s
advantage at three holes (i.e., 42.9% of seven points).

No system will ever be perfect, but these two holes now provide a standardized
position in which to begin short games. (Wouldn't it be great if everyone played fif-
teen-minute games and we didn’t have to play any short games?!)

It is very important to note that, even when a game is started short, the skunk line
remains in its standard position: after hole 90—that is thirty holes before the end of
the game. Under no circumstances should it be recalculated to be 25% of the total

holes played.

Perhaps no one has experienced a more heartbreaking loss in any tournament—Iet
alone the biggest cribbage tournament of the year—than did Grand Master Scott
Sand (Brainerd MN) on March 8.

On Saturday morning, 401 players started their quest to become the next ACC
Open champion, but by Sunday afternoon only Scott and Life Master (%) Todd
Schaefer (Oakdale MN) are seated at the playoff table.

Earlier in the bracket, Todd had the good fortune of matching up against players
with less tournament experience. As we all know, anyone can win when they get great
cards, but in these early rounds, Todd managed to win with a steady combination of

both luck and skill.

Moving to the finals, we see a tight battle. The players alternate victories throughout
the first six games of this best-of-seven final matchup—Todd’s case being aided by
holding 5-5-6-6 on the first deal of the match and cutting a 4. Another example: in
game five, Todd needs thirteen points with first count and is dealt suited 5-J-Q-K!

So it comes down to the last deal of the match. To win the tournament, Scott needs
only four points with first count, while Todd is dealing from hole 106. Scott looks at
4-7-10-10-Q-K and tosses Q-K. Todd holds A-2-3-3 and tosses 2-J. A King is cut,
and the pegging goes like this:

Both players score a single point in the pegging. Scott has two points (the pair of
10s) and ends up in the dead hole. Todd counts his 12-hand to land in hole 119, and
his 8-point crib puts him out.

After pegging his last hand, Scott says “congratulations” before Todd realizes he has
won. Says Todd: “My emotion was that of disbelief instead of pure joy for winning
Reno! It would have been impossible to accept this very tough loss with any more
grace. Big respect from me.”

Cribbage World congratulates both Scott and Todd for their skillful play and great
sportsmanship. We look forward to many more matches of this caliber from them

and all ACC members.

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/ How many Master Rating Points do you need in order to win
the TOC? Lance Denham (Suquamish WA) needed exactly zero!

Lance had never played an ACC tournament before he came
to Reno in early March. He joined the ACC in 2022 but in this
time had played only club events. He won the championship at

Poulsbo Peggers Club 434 (Poulsbo WA) in the 202425 season with 143 GRPs.
And on the basis of that championship, he received an invitation to the 2026 Syl
Lulinski Invitational Tournament of Champions.

Before then, Lance had played 65 events at Club 434—one GRRT and 64 weekly
tourneys—earning a total of 292 GRPs in four partial seasons.

Lance won only seven games in the single GRRT he played, but he earned Grass
Roots Points in 30 of the 64 weekly club events, or 46.9% of the time. At club,
he won 226 of 384 games (= 58.85%), with 33 of them skunks. He had two lite
slams (winning all six games), and his all-time best scorecard was 13/6 +136—on
February 18, just a few days before he left for Reno.

His wins-per-week count looks like this:

So that’s how Lance got to Reno. Here’s what he did in Reno. . . .

He qualified #55 (of 72 players) with a 21/10 +53 scorecard. After a first-round
bye, he took down some big names in the playofls, all but one of whom were seeded
higher than he was:

In other words, it doesn't matter how long or how short a time you've been an
ACC member; it doesn't matter how you qualify for the TOC; it doesn't matter how
many MRPs you have or how many tournaments you've won. What matters is this:

* carn your qualification

* play smart

* manage each game carefully

* make the playoffs

* win the TOC!

If you need advice on how to do this with zero MRPs, just ask Lance.

I want to share my personal
experiences with 29-hands.

I got a 29-hand ® in the fifth round of the 2026
TOC playoffs against Rob Medeiros. This wasn't my first
29-hand in ACC events. It was my fourth!

My first 29-hand occurred in the eleventh game of the
2004 GRNT in Walnut Creek CA. I won the game, end-
ed up with a 28-card, and first place for that local event.

My second 29-hand was on third street during the final

game of the main playoffs at the 2018 Lucky Dog tour-
nament in Neenah WI. I will never forget the backstory
for this one. As I got ready to play the main finals against
Brad Behm, I asked the tournament director for a new
deck. Apparently, none were available, because someone
had graciously given away all the remaining new decks
to the local establishment to show their appreciation for letting us play there. To this
generous person, I send many, many thanks. Because of this, the following would
never have happened!
Bob Kiley heard me asking around for a new deck of
# cards. He was playing the consolation and said he had
* some new decks in his car and would bring one when he
was finished his current game. Don't bother, I said, but he
insisted. So Brad and I waited a few minutes for the new
deck. Five games later, this Lucky Dog got the 29-hand
4 and went on to win the tournament!

My third 29-hand was during the 2019 TOC in Reno.

So, I've had two nonsanctioned 29-hands in the TOC
and two sanctioned 29s. I personally think the TOC
should be a sanctioned event. It is one of the top four
prestigious events in the ACC and has only the best of
I the best in the ACC! An exception should be made for
this. And maybe I can get “back pay” for my two TOC
29-hands?!

As Ilook back on almost twenty-seven years of playing
ACC cribbage, my perspective about how lucky I am has changed dramatically. For
many years I used to think I wasn’t very lucky. In light of my four 29-hands, I am
now convinced that I am a very lucky cribbage player playing the greatest two-person
card game in the world.

Scott’s Peek at the Past

This will be my third and final column about what is currently contained in the ar-
chives of the American Cribbage Congress. Thanks very much to our first archivist,
Ken Cambell of South Carolina, who did so much to preserve and catalog our history.

My February column detailed the many memorabilia items in the archives, while
the March column listed cribbage books and pamphlets, along with various ACC
rulebooks. This month’s column will list the paperwork items in the archives. Note:
some items are duplicated but I didn’t want to take apart packets or notebooks that
were nicely stored in chronological order.

* A very large banker’s box full of paperwork dealing mainly with the first two decades
of the American Cribbage Congress.

* A notebook containing all the board of directors meeting minutes from 1979 to 1991.

* A packet holding the BOD meeting minutes from 1979 to 1987.

* A notebook of BOD meeting minutes from 1991 to February 2001.

* A packet holding minutes, agendas, and financial reports of BOD meetings from
1991 to 2000.

* Afolder with the original Constitution and Bylaws at the beginning of the ACC, along
with updates in the 1980s and 1990s.

* A large notebook from 1997 to 1998 containing the Constitution and Bylaws, Rules
and Regulations, and Organizational Policies and Procedures.

* A large notebook containing the 1999 and 2000 revisions to the above, with another
notebook adding in the 2001 Policy Manual updates.

* A notebook of Tournament Regulations and Guidelines and 198690 statistics.

* A folder containing ACC history used for the website; another folder has the fourth
draft of that ACC history from the start to 1989.

* Alarge packet dealing with the ACC Hall of Fame from its beginning through 1996.

* A Hall of Fame packet containing 8x11 pictures and biographies of the first sixteen
HOF inductees.

* Alarge envelope with the ACC roster of all members from the 1981-82 season with
their original ACC numbers.

* A packet holding the first Grass Roots manual on organization, policy, and procedures.

* Alist of weekly and monthly updates in 1984-85 on Grass Roots clubs and standings.

* A directory of Grass Roots clubs and standings from 1992.

* Notes on starting the Cribadier General and Youth Cribbage Programs.

* A packet discussing the 400-mile problem of scheduling weekend tournaments.

Scott knows so much ACC history because he has lived through most
of it—and has done just about everything in the ACC: BOD member,

VP, president, national MRP champ x2, All American x7, tournament
director, and youngest person elected to the ACC’s Hall of Fame.

Ruling Points

by Keith Widener

( Shuffling )

There has been a lot of talk recently about shuffling and cutting cards when dealing,

especially on social media, so maybe it’s time to talk about this a little bit.

In a previous column, I wrote about rule 2.1, proper mixing of the pack. I talked
about what constituted a shuffle, that the pack must be mixed or shuffled at least three
times. We talked about rule 2.2, which gives the pone the right to shuffle the pack
themselves for whatever reason once per deal, then handing the cards back to the dealer
who under rule 2.3 has the right to make the last legal shuffle prior to offering up the
cut to the pone.

So what about all this recent talk about improper shuffling? Well, it appears that there
has been some manipulation of the shuffle going on. While there are certainly many
creative ways to manipulate a shuffle, this particular method involves scooping up all of
the cards from the previous deal (both hands, the crib, and the cut card), and placing
them on the bottom of the pack, then while riffling the cards making sure that they do
not get mixed in with the rest of the pack and therefore remain on the bottom. That
is thirteen cards, one quarter of the pack, that the dealer knows are from the previous
hand and where they are now located. When the pone cuts, the dealer knows whether
or not they are in play, and the dealer now has an advantage of how to hold, how to
toss to the crib, and how to play their cards.

The ACC code of ethics on page 7 of the rulebook covers this situation under the
second bullet point: controlling the location of the cards in the pack before
cutting for first deal or when dealing. Violations of the code of ethics should be
reported to the tournament or club director and/or directly to the Ethics Committee.

In the meantime, one way to show confidence in your shuffling would be to end
it with multiple cuts of your own before offering up the cut to the pone. Another
way would be to wash the cards. And if you notice anything unusual going on, let
the tournament or club director know, and follow that up with a letter to the Ethics
Committee with details.

I feel confident that at least 99% of us are playing fair and doing things as best we
can, so let’s just keep focusing on that and let’s all have fun!

Winning end-game battles more often than not requires plotting courses to not lose
rather to win. Let’s examine a situation from Reno in early March.

The pone needs four to go out, and the dealer needs six. The pone keeps 3-4-5-8, so
he has five points—enough to go out. How are the ways the pone can lose the game
from here, and how best can to avoid them?

First of all, let’s discount the dealer matching every card. No planning can avoid
that disastrous ending. Getting into runs unnecessarily would be my first scenario to
avoid. The pone has the 8 as an escape card, so we should be able to navigate around
that potential problem.

The next most likely way to turn a win into a loss is to let dealer get a match and a
15, so we must avoid that at all costs. In this particular hand the pone committed this
fatal error. He led the 3 instead of the 4, enabling dealer to match the 3 and then score
15-2 with an Ace. After that, the pone gave up two “goes” to a 7 and a 9, snatching
defeat from the jaws of victory.

So when you are making end-game decisions, always think at least one step ahead.

THIS JUST IN!

Well, friends, it’s that time of year again. The robins are
singing, the dogwoods are blooming, and somewhere in a
windowless federal building, a person who has never once
held a cribbage board is deciding how much of your tour-
nament winnings belong to the United States government.

Yes. Tax Day. April 15th. The one day a year when every
American is required by law to feel exactly like they do
when their opponent counts out a 24-hand they didn’t see
coming.

I've been thinking about what the IRS and a cribbage
opponent have in common, and I've come up with more
than I'm comfortable with:

1. They both get points you didn’t know you owed. You think you've played a
clean hand. You've counted your fifteens, your pairs, your runs. You feel good. You
feel righteous. And then your opponent—or the Schedule D instructions—finds
something you completely missed and helps themselves to it with a smile that is
technically polite.

2. Neither one will accept “I didn’t see it” as an excuse. Just as muggins is legal
in North Carolina tournament play, so is a penalty for filing late. The cards don’t
care about your intentions. Neither does the 1040.

3. And both reward people who kept better records than you did. That opponent
who wrote down every score since 19872 Terrifying. That neighbor who saved every
receipt in a shoebox? Disgusting. Both of them are doing just fine.

The deeper lesson is that cribbage has been preparing us for tax season our
entire lives, and we simply haven't appreciated it. We are a community of people
who understand that you don’t always get to count what you think you deserve.
We know the crib giveth and the crib taketh away. We know that a 29-hand is
theoretically possible and practically the stuff of legend, much like a tax refund
large enough to matter.

We also know something the general public does not: the importance of the
count. In cribbage, you cannot simply feel like you have enough points. You must
count them. Out loud. In sequence. With witnesses. This is also the preferred
method of the Internal Revenue Service, though they are somewhat less sporting
about it and will not let you peg the difference.

April 15th is a day of reckoning—a day when the universe asks you to account
for yourself, to lay your cards face-up on the table, and to be honest about what
you've got. No sandbagging. No fudging the count. Nobs is a point whether you
declare it or not, and income is income whether you report it or not.

The good news—even if we have to search for it with both hands—is that the
game continues. You pay what you owe, you shake your opponent’s hand, you cut
the deck again. The skunks of this world do not define us. What defines us is that
we showed up, played the hand we were dealt, counted honestly, and we’ll be back
at the board next week ready to do it all over again.

So this April 15th, as you click that final “submit” button, take a moment to
/ feel the quiet kinship between the game you love and this great civic ritual. Both
require patience. Both require honesty. Both will occasionally leave you staring at
the ceiling at 2 am wondering where it all went wrong. And if it’s any comfort:
even a 19-hand costs you nothing extra.

Peg straight and file on time!
