Are you a fast player? Do you get bored waiting two minutes for your next game?
Here’s a suggestion to help fill the time between games.

In a game that Cribbage World has named The War of 1812, the dealer sets
her front peg at 18 points from the game hole, and the nondealer is 12 out. This
is great endgame practice, and about a third of the time it goes two deals for a
dramatic finish. (Note: if the nondealer has 12 or more after the starter card is
cut, simply declare “game over” and start a new game.) You cannot practice this
enough. And far better to do this than to grouse about slow play.

Jack Howsare and his
assistants all did an excellent job running
this legacy event at an oceanfront venue
that is hard to beat. I want to mention
that each year there are at least two other
ACC-sanctioned tournaments held at this
same location. You don't get to play crib-
bage very often at a venue like this, so I
would like to encourage all yall to support
those other Virginia Beach tournaments,
and let’s keep this venue alive and thriving.

enforced the renege rule and awarded the
dealer two points. When all was said and
done the pone pegged out and won.
Unfortunately, the judges blew the call.
They didn’t read far enough in the renege
rule to get to the correct ruling. Rule 7.3(e)
states: If a player calls “go” and their
opponent pegs out, the game is over.
It is not a renege if that player had
cards that could have been played.
If you are a judge, it would be a good
idea to reread the rulebook and become
familiar with it. If you are on a judge call,
don’t rush making the call just because you
think you know the rule. Find where it is
spelled out in the rulebook and make sure
you are correct in your ruling. As judges
we owe it to the players to get it right.
And remember, as always, let’s have fun!

Each year,
the ACC membership is invited to nomi-
nate candidates worthy of inclusion in the
HOE Here are the nominating criteria:

1. Nominations must be submitted by
email to the address below. If you
cannot email, please call the number
provided. Nominations may be made
only by a current ACC member and
must include the name of the person
doing the nominating.

2. An individual nominated for the Hall
of Fame must meet the following man-
datory criteria. He/she must . . .

a. be a member in good standing for
seven consecutive years or have
been a member in good standing
for a minimum of five consecutive
years until death intervened.

. have displayed and complied with

the rules of ethical play.

have displayed and complied with

standards of good sportsmanship.

. In addition, to be eligible for nomina-

tion, a candidate is required to meet

at least three of the following criteria.

He/she must have . . .

a. promoted the game of cribbage
and/or served the ACC by specific
acts of accomplishment as specified
in the nominating letter.

. established his/her expertise by be-

ing rated a Master player or higher.

established his/her expertise by be-
ing rated Bronze Award or higher in
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the Grass Roots program.

d. served as a tournament director of
an ACC sanctioned tournament for

a minimum of five years.

e. served as a Grass Roots club direc-
tor for a minimum of five years.

f. served as a member of the Board of
Directors of the ACC for a mini-
mum of four years.

4. Exceptions to or exemptions from the

above criteria must be initiated by a

current member of the BOD.

Nominations must be submitted by Jan-
uary 15.

The HOF chair will
review all letters of
nomination for compli-
ance with the nominat-

ing criteria and provide
copies of each letter to the HOF voting
panel (composed of twenty-five BOD
members plus three panel members select-
ed by each BOD member). The ballots
will be counted prior to the March BOD
meeting.

Any nominee who receives 75% or
more positive votes will be elected to the
HOE. Any nominee who receives more
than 50% positive votes but less than
75% will be voted on by the BOD; if the
BOD approves by two-thirds majority,
that candidate will be elected to the HOFE.
Induction into the HOF will take place at
Grand National.

reaction needs to be the same as if we had just won. We are all there for two reasons (I
hope), and that is to have fun, and (maybe, if we are in the cribbage goddess’s favor)
to win. Unfortunately, there has to be a loser for there to be a winner in every game.
So when we lose, why are we acting as if it is so unexpected?

Let’s be real here, the cards were rough, but the experience I gained while surrounded
by some of the cribbage “greats” was immeasurable. I was invited to be in a house with
twenty-three (yes, you read that correctly) other people for an entire week. I will be
honest when I say I was nervous; I knew a handful of the people that would be there and
only a couple that I had more than some passing conversations with. I (and I am sure
most everyone else) was pleasantly surprised at how well we all got along and enjoyed
ourselves. Good food, fun times, coaching, beach explorations, roommates talking in
their sleep, pranks and jokes played on one another, games played at the airport as we
waited for our flights, and even on our flights as we left Virginia Beach—all of these
experiences brought on a happiness I didn’t know I was missing. Were we there to play
cribbage or to enjoy a week away from the monotonous every day to-do’s? Because
honestly, I am not sure. I will forever remember this week if just for the friendships
that were built.

The best advice I can give that I learned from this week is that if you love something,
if you love to do something so much, find a way to do it. Life is short. Do what you
love, don't live life with regrets. Do whatever you can to fill that passion. I know I am
going to. I am going to continue to search for that joy and happiness that the cards
and this week gave me. I am going to hold onto the friendships that were forged and
strengthened from this Grand National. I will strive to find that in every event I attend

End-game play sometimes requires some over-the-top Hollywood acting. If you have
first count needing under five and you don’t have enough points, discard fairly quickly
and confidently. Especially if your opponent is not in range of pegging out. The dealer
might easily surmise that your quick decision means you're out, so he could easily just
try to garner as many pegs as possible, increasing your chances of scoring the pegs you
might need.

Conversely if you need a big hand and the dealer is 5-9 pegs out, take your time
discarding your hand, even if you have 4-5-5-6. The dealer will think you have a hand
that needs help and he certainly won’t provide you any with careless pegging.

And do not react positively or negatively to any cut. An astute player who might
have poker skills in reading player tells could read you like a book. Be an enigma!

As for last month’s column asking for help with A-3-5-7-8-Q, Rick Baird provided
a few helpful tidbits.
